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That same day two of Jesus’ followers were going to a village
called Emmaus. It was about seven miles from Jerusalem. They
were talking with each other about everything that had
happened. As they talked about those things, Jesus himself
came up and walked along with them. But God kept them from
recognizing him.

Jesus asked them, “What are you talking about as you walk
along?”

They stood still, and their faces were sad. One of them was
named Cleopas. He said to Jesus, “Are you the only person
visiting Jerusalem who doesn’t know? Don’t you know about
the things that have happened there in the last few days?”

“What things?” Jesus asked.

“About Jesus of Nazareth,” they replied. “He was a prophet. He
was powerful in what he said and did in the sight of God and dll
the people. The chief priests and our rulers handed Jesus over
to be sentenced to death. They nailed him to a cross. But we had
hoped that he was the one who was going to set Israel free.
Also, it is the third day since all this happened. Some of our
women amazed us too. Early this morning they went to the
tomb.
